4 – Report by Education Committee Regarding C-1 Course
A) C-1 Course Plans

Jay Kranker will chair the 2003 Education Committee.  Mike Yasukochi, Pat Sweeney, and Dr. Drisko have volunteered for the committee.  Jim Graham and Regina will act as consultants to the committee to express there vast knowledge as reflected in their success of the past classes.   The 2002 committee’s plan would be used by the 2003 members.

Regarding the last set of classes, Art noted that we still need to get the appreciation plaques out.  He also still needs instructor photos.  Jim G. would e-mail those photos to Art.

The C-1 course will now be held in May. Techno Coatings’ Bruce Birney needs to be advised of this change to assure that there are no conflicts with Techno’s schedule. Jay Kranker committed to notifying Bruce of the change.  There is 4 months remaining to organize the class, which all felt was adequate lead time. NACE Western States Corrosion Seminar is scheduled for May 6-8th, but it was decided that this should not influence our schedule since its attendees typically would not be interested in the SSPC classes.  The class was scheduled for May 5th through the 9th, starting at 7am.  Since the classes will start on Cinco De Mayo, the first day’s lunch should be involve Mexican food – the El Torito in Anaheim would was noted as an option.

Immediate steps required for the courses:

1) Secure facility – as noted above

2) Send out preliminary brochure – Art would complete.

3) Send letter to Melissa @ SSPC to coordinate with SSPC and get the announcment in JPCL – Jim B. would complete this task

4) Make contact at the same Holiday Inn as the last class.  The rates should still be low in May – Art would complete.

5) The education committee will include sponsors.  The sponsors in the last classes had flyer hand-outs and some attended the first lunch.

6) The rest of the details would be left to the education committee. Jay would contact the Education Committee members to coordiante the next meeting.   It will probably be scheduled to start around 4 or 4:30 and prior to the next steering committee meeting. 

B) Ideas Regarding Treasury Surplus

Jim G. motioned that an annual scholarship fund should be awarded to a recipient.  This annual award should equal the fee of a current C-1 registration. The award will be given to the winner of a letter/essay contest written to the committee.  The details of the essay will be decided later. If there is no local class the award should be available for any SSPC class being given in the country that year.  Regina provided a seconded motion and all members voted to carry the motion.

A sub-committee would be formed to evaluate the essays.  This committee would be comprised of the Chairman, a board member, and a member at large.  If there is a conflict with a sub-committee member and an entrant, that member(s) would be excused from the review.

Pat Sweeney would draft a statement of the above.  Jim G would provide Pat NACE’s language for topic as a starting point for the statement.

Jim G. motioned to have early registrants be entered into a drawing for a full refund of the fees for the class.  Cut-off date for early registration will be determined later. This could be used as a good marketing lure for early registration.  Drawing an entrant’s name from a hat on the first day of the class would determine the winner. Jim Spaulding provided a second motion, and all members voted to carry the motion.
