Jim Bossardt, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 5:40 pm.

Seven Items were listed on the meeting’s agenda. 

Item 1 – Recap of New Coatings Symposium

All agreed that the new coatings symposium was a success.  The number of attendees was strong and their feedback was positive.  It was noted that Devoe Coatings was concerned that they were not included within the formal panel.  It was reiterated that the original intent of the symposium was to have a panel comprised of vendors that were not on the SSPC steering committee.  Tnemec and Rhino volunteered to present.  However, after Rhino developed a scheduling conflict, EA Wilcox and Sherwin Williams volunteered to assure a well-rounded and full panel discussion.  Unfortunately, Devoe was not a vendor to volunteer for the presentation.  The committee would discuss this situation with Devoe Manager, Dean Haerberger.  The committee definitely acknowledges and appreciates Devoe’s continued support of the chapter.

Item 2 – Treasurer’s Report

Art noted that most symposium attendees paid, but that some are still in the process of making a payment.  The collected revenue from the symposium was $450.  The only expense was the cost of the food, which was $378.  With the anticipated total revenue, it is projected that the net income will be $173.  If we had mailed flyers, rather than the e-mail notifications sent, the event would have incurred a loss. 

The chapter has $5759 in its working account and $10,021 in a liquid money market account. 

Carboline has still not paid for their sponsorship of the last C-1 course.  Art would send an invoice directly to the Carboline’s corporate office.

Art will send a mailing to all members asking for sponsorship fees.  All agreed that this should be accomplished through US mail.  There tends to be more response from companies when it is hard mailed, as opposed to e-mailed.

Item 3 – C1/C2 Course Update

Jay noted that everything is progressing with positive results. The education sub-committee met earlier in the evening.  Sherwin Williams will volunteer and pay for the cost of the class mailing.  Approximately 1000 mailings will be sent with SW picking up the cost.  KTA will compile all of the class curriculum class binders.  Dr. Drisko noted that Rhino Linings (c/o Jim Jeffers) was very enthusiastic about the classes.  Dick would contact them and request a contribution, perhaps for a luncheon (As of this writing Dr. Drisko had contacted them and they agreed to provide a contribution).  

The class advertisements are difficult to find on the SSPC web-site.  The classes are listed under “Chapter”, rather than the site’s “Training” heading.  There seems to be confusion between the Pittsburgh staff at SSPC over who can/should make this change.  This minor discrepancy is counterproductive to our strong efforts to advertise the class.  Further regarding SSPC-Pitt, Jay felt that we may have (again) missed the deadline for class advertisement in JPCL.  This is very troubling.  Jay told SSPC (Melissa) weeks before the deadline.  If indeed we are not listed in the next edition, this will be due to an error in Pittsburgh.  Further, Jay would e-mail Mike Kline, SSPC webmaster and author of Quickbits, to include a notification of the two classes in the next e-mail batch sent. 

Jim B sent the schedule to JPCL to be included in the “Chapter Notes” section of JPCL.  Jim B would contact JPCL for clarification/follow-up. 

April 11 is the deadline for being included in the class-fee refund raffle. April 21 will be the sign-up deadline for class.  It was decided that due to time limitations the scholarship award for full class tuition would be postponed until the chapter’s next round of classes. 

4 – April 15 Meeting
Jim G. had not heard from the water jetting people.  They would prefer to hold the meeting at their new facility.  If their new facility is not ready by April 15, the meeting and demonstration could be held at another facility.  However, the WJ Co. was looking forward to a grand opening of their facility. Jim G. will follow-up.

5 – Update on Scholarship Fund
Jim G noted that he would borrow some language from the NACE scholarship fund.  Art to re-email this NACE info to Jim G.  The committee decided that it would be more appropriate and meaningful to have a designated name for the fund.  Jim G then read a proclamation that the scholarship fund would be named in honor of Dr. Richard W. Drisko as recognition for his continued hard work and dedication to the coatings industry.  A plaque and the proclamation were presented to Dr. Drisko.  A typo misidentified the spelling of Dick’s name, which should include “W” as his middle initial.  All members felt that there was no better choice for the namesake of the scholarship.

6 – July meeting on OSHA
A subcommittee will be selected later to head up this program.  Initial thoughts included that a luncheon at the Carson facility would have the highest probability of attracting a large crown, including contractors.   It might also be worthwhile to include the Miller Co. for a fall protection presentation at this safety-oriented meeting.  Art new a few OSHA people and he would contact them regarding he meeting.

7 – Other Business

Bruce Birney notified the committee that due to other commitments he would not be available to remain active on the steering committee.  The committee all recognized the hard work that Bruce put into the Chapter and look forward to his strong future involvement in the chapter as a member.
